· A masking shade would be requested for the streetlight adjacent to 23 Old Road in order to prevent it shining into first floor windows.

· Safety Audits would be requested for the Northern Hale Street Traffic Calming feature and for the exit of the Somerfield Site

· A speed restriction would be requested for Church Lane

· A village gully maintenance schedule would be requested

· Attention would be drawn to Tonbridge Road/Addlestead Road where missing chevrons needed to be replaced and where additional warnings were required at the junction

d. To receive report of meeting held on 09 March 07 with KHS representatives 

It was reported that Cllrs. Poole and Shead together with the Clerk had met with the Highways Liaison Group.  The meeting was mainly to discuss ways in which the spreadsheet system could be improved and resolve any differences of opinion.  The meeting was beneficial and it was agreed that in addition to reporting items via the spreadsheet, KHS would accept urgent items by email or through the call center and the Highways Engineer present agreed to meet with PC representatives several times each year to discuss current highways problems present at the time of each meeting.  To assist the PC in reporting items, the liaison group would be providing information on how issues such as potholes were categorized.  The Highways Liaison Group left the meeting promising to review the vegetation adjacent to Brookside roundabout and the entrance on exiting the Somerfield site.

8.            SE England Regional Assembly: Partial Review of the SE Plan – Revised Apportionment of 

Primary Land Won Aggregates

It was reported that a reliable supply of minerals for construction was essential for the economy and for building the homes and infrastructure that were needed.  It was therefore important that sufficient provision was made through the planning system taking into account the environmental effects of extraction and distribution.  It was noted that the adopted Regional Planning Guidance and the draft SE Plan set out the amount of land-won aggregates that the SE region planned to provide over the next 20 years apportioned by Minerals Planning Authority Area.  The Regional Assembly now intends to undertake a review of this apportionment and make the appropriate changes to the relevant policy in adopted Regional Planning Guidance (RPG9 Waste and Minerals, June 2006) and the draft SE Plan.  The review would be based on a methodology that took account of a range of factors such as the need to protect the environment and reduce the need for long distance transport.  It was noted that a consultation on the draft project plan for the review had been received together with a scoping report for a strategic environmental assessment which the PC had been invited to comment thereon.  Following a discussion, it was:

RESOLVED:
That the documentation be noted with interest but as it did not contain any specific detail on how East Peckham would be affected it would not be necessary to comment.
